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Focus session - how we teach maths:  

In our Discovery (Ready to Learn) classes, we broadly follow the National Curriculum in a spiral design. We aim to embed mastery of 
each concept, skill and outcome before progressing to the next step. Our Maths sessions are focussed around the main skills and under-
standing of Number, Shape and Space, Measures and Handling Data. Maths is all around us so we aim to develop functional skills so 
that our learners are more confident to recognise and use maths in their everyday lives. We carefully select resources to introduce, 
practice and embed key concepts, and our learners will move from using physical equipment, to picture representations and finally to 
more abstract concepts involving symbols and numerals.
