(Lift and stretch up learner’s arms) x2
I love to be outside.

(Tap across the back of shoulders and back of neck) x2
I listen to the pirates of Penzance
(Whisper sounds in your child’s ears) x2
I love to be outside.

The rain is falling from the sky
(Tap fingers lightly on head, shoulders and back) x2
Wind is blowing on my face
(Gently blow onto face or back of neck) x2
Time to go inside.
