needs  
•	 Known or at risk of becoming known to, or returning to, the Criminal 

Justice System or at risk of being exploited
•	 Young Parents

We are also commissioned by the Local Authority 
to work with young people who are unemployed 
and aged 16-19. We help them to understand the 
range of options available to them and support 
them to access opportunities and services 
through signposting, brokerage and referrals.
